Virginia Indian women living and working in James Fort made beads out of mussel shells.
They broke the shell into small pieces, formed it into circles, and used a stone drill to
make a hole in the middle. They could then string the beads together into a necklace!
Archaeologists have found thousands of mussel shell beads at the fort site.
